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Multiple Database Connections

ACCELL/SQL offers multiple database connectivity from the same or different
vendors at any given time, from within one application. This allows the
transferring of information from one system to another system “on the fly”, or
having a screen form with data from two different databases.

Dynamic SQL

Application developers can write SQL “on the fly” Developers can create
applications that can build any or all parts of the SQL statement during
runtime, submit them to be compiled and executed on the fly. This allows the
application to be much more robust and dynamic.

Support for Stored Procedures and Triggers

Stored Procedures allow the client application to be “thinner” and less
memory intensive as some of the logic and processing is now being done on
server side.

The Unify Business Language in ACCELL/SQL is extremely close to the stored
procedure language on the server, making the migration of logic from the
client to the server straightforward and very easy to do. This feature also gives
the application developer the choice of whether to “execute” code locally
(within the application) or within a stored procedure on the database server,
thus making the client smaller and less memory intensive.

By taking the logic out of the client and putting it on the server, the developer
and all of the applications (both Unify and 3rd party) have access to that same
logic.

And as always, Unify offers easy migration and cross-platform deployment
for organizations migrating from traditional UNIX platforms to more cost-
effective Windows and Linux platforms.
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
